     Grass verge from the Church to Sutton Bridge – a complaint was made that ERYC had failed 

     to cut the grass verge even though it was agreed at a meeting between the Parish Council, 

     interested residents and ERYC that it would be seen to after the Angling Society had addressed

     the condition of the Fishermen’s Car Park alongside the verge.
     The Clerk informed the meeting that she had spoken to ERYC who said that the grass verge had 

     been sprayed rather than cut as it would have been too dangerous for the operatives. Once the 

     grass/weeds have died back a cut will be carried out but then the verge will be sprayed on a 

     regular basis to keep any growth at bay.
     HGV traffic – a complaint was made about the worsening of HGV traffic passing through the

     village. Councillors confirmed their strong support of the Elvington proposal and other initiatives

     in the area.

     Off-road footpaths – the footpath from the Leatherdog to the Ings is currently impassable

                 because of on-going agricultural work. ERYC have not yet been to cut the footpaths under

                 the new procedures. The Clerk will contact ERYC to find out when cutting will begin. Action - YE

                 Sandhill Lane – it is anticipated that ERYC will be delivering chippings to help with the formation 

                 of a trod later this week.
                 Hagg Bridge – Cllr Smith reported that the railing at the top of the bridge had been re-instated. 

                 However, the temporary barriers on the approach to the bridge are still in place. It is felt that 

                 ERYC are leaving themselves wide open for a dangerous accident to happen. This is a high risk

                 situation.
                 Salt bin at Sutton Bridge – the Clerk reported that ERYC have no recollection or record of 

                 there having been a salt bin on the approach to Sutton Bridge. The Clerk is awaiting a response

                 as to what the criteria are to have a salt bin supplied.
                 029/17 i) Sutton upon Derwent Flood Committee – the Committee is still gathering information
                 before YW are invited to meet with them. It has been discovered that when the water treatment 

                 works were built at Melbourne, the contractors failed to put in the storm water tanks.
                 The re-seating of the manhole cover outside The Beeches is still outstanding. 
                 The next meeting of the committee will be arranged once further feedback from YW has been
                 received.
     128/17 ii) General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) – in order to be GDPR compliant, the

     Clerk circulated packs to all councillors which included a copy of the Policy Notice which will be 

     placed on the website, a schedule of how long certain documents must be retained by law plus a 

     copy of their personal data being held by the Parish Council.

       As this brick built unit was originally approved on the basis of a strong case having been put forward to
       provide suitable holiday accommodation with disability access and facilities, it is felt that this could be 
       construed to be discriminatory as it would result in the removal of a provision which was designed and 
       declared to be purpose built with the disabled in mind. Equality and Disability Discrimination Acts require

       service providers to make reasonable changes or adjustments to ensure that the disabled can receive the
       same services, as far as possible, as someone who is not disabled.
       Therefore Lodge 10 should not be allowed to become a permanent residential unit that is separate from 
       the holiday complex.
